In an evacuation situation, it is unlikely that a large number of people outside of Freetown would be able to reach the capital in time to evacuate.

B9/B10. Our Amcit population continues to include a number of minor children (over 50 are registered) living with non-Amcit and/or non-parent relatives who would need escorts.

B11. These numbers consist mainly of NGO workers here on short stays.  In the event of a deterioration in security conditions, most of the ones outside of Freetown would be brought back to the capital and can be expected to request evacuation assistance.

B12. This number includes 70 FSN’s and their immediate families, and approximately 50 TCN employees of USG contract firms.

B13. As we have seen in previous evacuations, virtually all TCN’s employed by international organizations and NGO’s would look to the US and the UK for evacuation assistance.  In addition, there is a large resident Lebanese population and sizable other communities of expatriate business people who in past evacuations have requested assistance.  Since the May 2000 and December 1998 evacuations, the British have significantly increased their presence in country, including militarily.  As a result, they would be in a position to play a larger role than in previous evacuations.  We believe that many TCN’s would choose the most expeditious way out, be it American or British provided.
