

FACILITIES MAINTENANCE OFFICE

The Facilities Maintenance Office (FMO) serves the U. S. Mission in Freetown by ensuring that all mission properties are maintained in a safe and efficient manner.

The FMO is led by Facilities Maintenance Specialist, Orlando Ocasio.  His staff consists of Musa Aloysious, Assistant Facilities Maintenance Specialist, and 28 other locally engaged staff.  The FMO is a self-sufficient group that possesses the assets to perform all aspects of facility and equipment maintenance and repair.  The department is divided into three teams.

The Administrative Team is lead by Mr. Foday Bangura.  His duties include maintaining the Impress Fund, serving as the Work Order Control Clerk, Time and Attendance Clerk, and REMS system manager.  He also serves as the lead electrician for the generator and electrical shops.
